Summary

The research highlights one of the important issues of methodology
conserning formation and development of auditory comprehesne in middle
school pupils.
Good listening comprehension involves building an understatding of individual
words and sentences in a story. However, good comprehenders to beyond
single word and sentence comprehension to construct a mental model, that
integrates a story’s multiple propositions and prior knowledge into a cohesive
whole.
Making sense of what we see and hear is complex process. A single letter,



such as a, sounds different in different words, sounds different for different
speakers , and looks different in different handwritings. Yet we learn to treat all
of these expressions as the same. A single word can have different meanings
in different contexts. Even a phrase or sentence has different meaning in
different contexts.

One of the effective ways of learning foreign listening comprehension is the
usage of authentic songs and text materials, which are characterised by
natural lexical materials and grammar structures, adequate communicative
situations.

The analysis of psychological and methodology literature gives us reasons to
affirm, that in the middle school pupils' (5-9 forms) teenagers show more social
activities aimed at the assimilation of certain patterns of verbal behavior and
the desire to exchange information.

Teenagers require sincere approach to their needs and interests, when
learning a foreign language for communication.

The paper consists of the introduction, the main body (which includes two parts
— theoretical and practical ones), the conclusion, the summary, the list of the
reference materials and the appendices.

The first part of the research paper presents the theoretical prerequisites for
using the authentic songs in teaching listening comprehension at the English
lessons in middle school.

The second part of the research paper contains the selected authentic songs
and the exercises for teaching listening comprehension; it describes the pilot
training process.

Experimental results demonstrate the improvement of the auditory
competence in the middle school pupils due to suggested methods training and
exercising.
