USING FACEBOOK MOVIE CLUB TO DEVELOP 21ST CENTURY
SKILLS

According to the New National Curriculum, adopted in 2017, computer-
based literacy and communication skills are among basic competencies which
students of Ukrainian secondary schools have to acquire during the years of
studying [2]. Using computer as an educational tool, students are supposed to
develop communicative and social skills as well as autonomous learning. In view
of these latest requirements, using Facebook discussion in teacher training seems
to be one of the most effective ways of achieving the set goals. The choice of
Facebook can be accounted for by its constantly growing popularity with
Ukrainian youth. According to the latest statistics, there are over 9 million
monthly active Facebook users in Ukraine. While this network is widely used for
private communication and exchange of information, familiarity of students with
its interface and multiple functions makes it suitable for academic use.

Some aspects of educational potential of Facebook have been recently
studied. Thus, Blair and Serafini explored the role of Facebook in implementing
social learning [3]; Bowman and Aksaoglu looked upon Facebook as a tool for

supple- menting cognitive and affective learning, promoting collaboration,
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communication and engagement in the classroom [4]; Hlazunov and Hlazunova
studied academic potential of social networks and online resources for teaching
writing [1]; Hewitt and Forte looked at the role of Facebook in changing the
student-faculty relationship [6]; Cunga, Van Oer and Kantopodis regarded it as a
platform for teacher communi- cation [5]. At the same time, the potential of
Facebook discussion in the format of a Movie Club hasn’t been considered yet.

The aim of the article is to present qualitative analysis of the authors’ experie-
nce of conducting a Facebook Movie Club discussion at the Mykhailo
Kotsiubynsky Vinnytsia State Pedagogical University (VSPU) in order to find out
advantages and drawbacks of the use of the social network as a discussion platform
and point out directions for its improvement.

The idea of having an online class discussion with the participation of the

2nd_year students of VSPU was suggested by Dr. David Powell of Missouri State
Pedagogical University (USA) back in 2015, after his visit to Ukraine. He had

already moderated many class discussion forums on his course web pages on

Moodle, while for his Ukrainian colleagues, Olena Zmiyevska and Tamara
Glazunova, it was new experience. Since VSPU did not have a university-
sponsored discussion platform, it was decided to have the discussion in a closed
group in Facebook. The choice of the movie for the discussion was prompted by
the Curriculum of the Faculty of foreign languages. The movie under discussion
was «Pay it Forward». It is a 2000 American drama-romance film set in Las Vegas
in the present day, and it chronicles 12-year-old Trevor McKinney's who is going

to change the world for the better.

The discussion started in May 19, 2015, and lasted for a week. The discussion
group of 14 students and 3 moderators was created and clear ground rules were set
up. Before the beginning of the discussion clear expectations were stated. All the
students were supposed to write an initial post of 150-300 words about their

impression of the movie in the form of a solid paragraph of informal
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English, using proper punctuation, capitalization, spelling, and reasonable spoken
grammar. It was required that in their initial post the students should talk about
one main point at a time. They were to stay focused, but illustrate their points with
rich detail from the movie. They also had to post at least two replies, a bit shorter
than 100 words, but still, quite substantive posts. They could also initiate a new
discussion thread. They were to exchange ideas and discuss from their own
perspective. Every new post was to carry the conversation forward with new
examples, elaboration, or perspective — not just to be a string of «I agree with what
she said». They had to specify what in particular prompted the agreement, how
they had arrived at their conclusion or what they had experienced to support it.
One of the main conditions was to be open and friendly, polite and tolerant of other
students’ opinions.
The students were also informed of the assessment criteria, worked out

by Dr. Powell and presented in the form of the following rubric.

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Having started with the initial posts, the discussion drifted from American
schools to drug/alcohol abuse, from teacher-parent to parent-child relations, from
culture in its broader sense, to values, national cuisines etc.

Although the members of the discussion represented different cultures, they
shared:

> common humanistic values and culture:

Lena: One thing that | drew from the film was that anybody could change the
world. You don 't need to be an adult or rich. It can be anybody even a little kid, all it
takes is one act of kindness and that’s where the chain begins.

David: | wonder when watching a movie with an ear to culture, how the amount
of swearing in modern American movies compares across cultures. | was raised in a
household with zero swearing. | have also worked in restaurants that make Hell's
Kitchen's Chef Gordon Ramsey seem restrained. How does this compare to Ukrainian
or Russian speech?

Victoria: ...young people avoid swearing. | didn't hear swearing in
Ukrainians movies too. | have never heard my parents using rude words ...

» common family values:

Helen: I always try to believe in good things, like my grandmother, she is a
great example of it. She does everything without expecting something in return.

> common problems — generation gap, neglected children, child abuse, alco- holism,
homeless people:

David: Trevor was an example of what is known in America as a «latchkey
childy. According to a survey reported by Bloomberg, one American child out of nine
comes home to an empty house.

David: Abused children are very likely to become abusive parents and spouses,
who then continue the cycle generation after generation. This is not a uniquely American
problem. It exists in all cultures and countries in roughly the same frequencies. Itis a
humanproblem.

Tania: Some parents can 't accept any other ideas, opinions or values except theirs.
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On the other hand, children can 't or don’t want to understand their parents and as
a result generational conflict arises.

David: Surprise, surprise, we turned out to be just as «stuck in our waysy» and
incomprehensible to our children and grandchildren as we thought our own parents were
in our time. The solution to the generation gap is very simple: time marches on
(generation gap).

Sasha: | think that people start to drink when they have problems, they are
desperate and they do not know how to solve them. They want to cure everything with
alcohol but in fact the situation only becomes worse.

Ira: In Ukraine there is a stereotype that all the homeless people drink alcohol or
take drugs but this is not true. In Lviv the volunteers have discovered that one out of ten
bums has a diploma of high education, but they can't find a job.

David: In 2013, there were more than 610,000 homeless people in the U.S. on
any given night in January. About 2/3 of them were living in shelters that provided
temporary nightly beds and sometimes one or two meals.

When the discussion was driving to its close, the students were invited to
answer the following questions by way of feedback:

1. What was different about the Facebook class, compared to «regular»
classes?

2. Did you find the Facebook class instructive? In what particular way?

3. Would you like to have another Facebook class in this course or some
future course?

4. What should be done the same or differently for a Facebook class in the
future?

5. Did you find this format difficult to access or work with?

The feedback of the students was generally positive — all of the participants
admitted it was a great and unforgettable communication experience. The students

found the Facebook discussion instructive as they improved their

English language writing and discussion skills due to the extensive communication
practice and the constructive feedback from the moderators. For many of them it
was a unique opportunity to communicate with a native speaker and to learn about
the American culture «first hand». They especially enjoyed free and relaxed mode
of interaction, as they could visit and revisit the group page at any suitable time
and work at their own pace. Accessibility of the Facebook discussion group page
and availability of reference and assessment materials also contributed to the
effectiveness of the discussion. The participants expressed their desire to take part
in online discussions of the same kind in future.

Having analyzed the procedure of the Facebook discussion, we have arrived
at the conclusion that it has the following advantages:

Facebook discussion makes learning student-centered, as students are
given a choice of topics for discussion, clear discussion guidance instructions and
assess- ment criteria for self- and peer-assessment; the instructors’ participation is
minimi- zed; students feel more responsible for the quality of their posts; students’
needs and interests are taken into account.

It caters for multiple intelligences (interpersonal, intrapersonal, verbal- lin-
guistic, visual) as it promotes a stronger class community, develops trust between
students; reduces anxiety with shy students; engages students in search of some
extra materials due to the extra time they have to think over their initial post and
responses; student-friendly interface of Facebook also attracts students.

Facebook discussion develops critical thinking skills as students have to
develop their writing logically, support their ideas with good arguments, reply to
their peers’ posts accordingly.

It motivates students, making the process of learning interactive and
engaging and giving the students a sense of achievement.

- The use of one of the most popular networks in the world gives the

discussion a real life character.
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Still, we also have to be aware of possible pitfalls connected with
conducting the Facebook discussion:

v It is not always easy to keep the track of the discussion due to the format
of the Facebook group; the discussion can go off topic.

v Some students with poor writing skills are too shy and are afraid of
making mistakes.

v' Some students tend to respond in an overall manner, without providing
specific details or arguments.

v Students with lack of access to Internet or computers are disadvantaged;

v The discussion requires constant supervision on the part of the
moderators for inappropriate content.

Conclusions

As a result of the qualitative analysis of the procedure of the Movie Club
Discussion with the use of Facebook group as a discussion platform at the Foreign
Languages Department of Mykhailo Kotsiubynsky Vinnytsia State Pedagogical
University, we have arrived at the conclusion that Facebook discussion can be a
powerful tool for developing English language writing and thinking skills due to
its real life character, student-centered format and motivational potential. Still,
some suggestions concerning its further improvement can be made. First of all,
instructors’ participation in the discussion should be minimized to increase the
students’ communication opportunities. Besides, students should be involved into
the process of the selection of the movie, which could make them more engaged
at the prepa- ratory stage and motivated during the discussion. Finally, as this kind
of discussion requires tolerance, tact and respect from its participants,
development of emotional intelligence with students should be a priority.
Conducting an online Movie Club discussion on a regular longer-term basis with

quantitative analysis of its results can be performed in future.
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2.3. Ilcuxos10riyHi YHHHUKY Y BUBYEHHI aHIVIIMCbKOI MOBH

LANGUAGE LEARNER TYPES IN EFL CLASSROOM
Teaching language students has always been a challenge, however it is even
more challenging today as the learning environment is changing in terms of
cultural and ethnical diversities. It is not only difficult to acquire the language due

to different motivation and learning preferences, but there are also problems
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related to the increased group size of the classes. Therefore, many of today’s
EFL teachers have difficulty meeting all the learning styles in educating process.
In the present climate in Ukraine a number of educators have expressed
their concern regarding the teachers’ ability to meet the students’ needs. In Pre-
service teacher training future teachers are not reaching their full potential;
therefore, they are achieving grades that do not correspond to their true ability.
So they seem to be experiencing difficulties in successful EFL teaching at
secondary school. Therefore, it is important to determine if the language teachers
at secondary education are able to accommodate all the different learning styles.

During my work in designing the New Methodology Curriculum within the
joint project of the British Council in Ukraine and the Ministry of Education and
Science “The New Generation School Teacher”, we were introduced to Earl W
Stevick’s seven Language Learner Types - an Intuitive Learner, a Formal Learner,
an Informal Learner, an Imaginative Learner, an Active Learner, a Deliberate
Learner, a Self-aware Learner. The approach is rather new for the national
educational system and seems to be rather efficient for successful language
learning environment.

Earl W Stevick is a leading researcher within the field of second language
acquisition. While being employed at different universities, he published several
leading publications and among them is, Success with Foreign Languages: seven
who achieved it and what worked for them (Stevick ). Earl W Stevick investigates
the factors which have led to the success of learners in acquiring a second
language. Earl W. Stevick put the students into different learning categories
according to their preferred learning environment, namely how they obtain,
process and retain information while studying a foreign language. Moreover, the
learner types are closely related to the students’ personalities.

The main criteria for categorizing the learner types are their preferences in
learning vocabulary and grammar, how important it is for them to master their

pronunciation, if they find classroom work effective for learning a foreign
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language or not. Or they would rather work autonomously. One more criterion is
the role of the coursebook in language learning. For some types (a Formal Learner,
an Active Learner, a Deliberate Learner, a Self-aware Learner) the coursebook is
essential, while the others (an Intuitive Learner, an Informal Learner, an
Imaginative Learner) prefer to learn a foreign language from authenticity
resources.

Unfortunately teachers do not regularly provide the ideal learning
environment for the intuitive and formal learners. Thus, teachers do not focus on
phonetic transcription or provide regular and suitable oral exercises. Furthermore,
the informal and imaginative learners are asked to read longer literary texts and
there are no mathematical instruments used in teaching; this does not provide the
optimal learning conditions for members of these categories. The mathematical
instruments could involve rods or tables. The active and deliberate learners require
a thorough organisation and full involvement in tasks so teachers should regularly
give the students lesson plans prior to the lessons or make them actively involved
in all tasks. The imaginative learner requires exercises that stimulate their
imagination. The last learning style is the self-aware learner. The self-aware
learner requires total control of their own learning and being able to improve and
practise grammar in their own way. Thus, teachers should allow the students to
structure their own learning.

In our teaching experience we introduce our students to the theory in
Methodology Course in Unit Psychological Factors in Language Learning as a
separate session. In Appendix 4 you can find the session we designed on the topic.

Students find it effective for the future teaching career.

It is obvious that the theory has some controversial issues to be fully
implemented in the language classroom. However it is worth being regarded by
EFL teachers. Further research would need to be conducted in order to investigate

student achievement when teachers fully incorporate Stevick’s seven
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learning categories. Thus, it would be insightful to extend this research by
identifying the different learning categories and provide exercises that are

beneficial to each of the learning styles.
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2.4. EneMeHTH TeCTYBAHHS HA 3aHATTSX 3 aHIJIilicbKOI MOBH

TEST DESIGN: APPROACHES AND EXPERIENCE

On November 12-16, 2017 Rita Green, an expert on language testing and test
development, delivered a training for test developers in National Research Centre
for Development of Innovative Methods in Teaching Foreign languages. The
training was primarily aimed at teachers from a variety of levels of education who
wish to develop tests for their students. It covered the principles of language
testing and the role of test specifications, assessing listening, writing and speaking
skills and developing listening, speaking and writing tasks. The workshop also
included different activities and the main focus was on learning through practice,
so all the participants had a chance to develop their own test tasks and give them
atry.

Our special professional interest was about developing listening tests for our
students as we had little training in the field of assessment. Dr. Rita Green offered
a systematic approach to the development of listening tasks. She started with the
discussion of what listening involves and how important it is to have clear test

specifications. We also explored how to exploit sound files, so we were
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introduced to a procedure called textmapping “which helps test developers to
determine the appropriateness of the sound files which teachers would like to use
in their task development work™ [1, p.15].

Textmapping was something new for me as | have always used ready-made
listening items for different CEFR levels. Before the training, the participants were
asked to identify at least two sound files which could be used during the workshop
as the basis for a new listening task. we found two not engineered files from
podcastsinenglish.com and the only criterion why we had chosen the two was that
| simply liked the language and the topic there.

When Rita started the workshop she asked some questions related to how we
decide which sound files to exploit for listening tasks and what information in it
we use as the basis for task development. The answers proved that, in general,
teachers make their individual decisions about sound files and parts of it they
‘target” as a task item. We agreed that we are not sure that our colleagues would
choose the same part (a kind of information) for task development. Moreover,
there might be a problem in task completion as different listeners might take away
something different from the same sound file, the psychological and other factors
matter here. So, then the question arises — how to come to an agreement what
sound files are effective and for what type of listening tasks they are appropriate?
The answer was to use textmapping as a procedure for exploiting sound files.

So what is textmapping? Green [1, p.57] understands it as “a systematic
procedure which involves the co-constructing of the meaning of a sound file. It is
based on the consensus of opinion as opposed to an individual interpretation of a
sound file”. The traditional approach for exploiting sound files is using transcripts
to identify what to focus on while developing a task\a test. In textmapping we use
only sound files, not the transcript, as the former encourages more attention being
paid on what a listener, opposed to a reader, would take away from the sound

file. In sound files there is natural speech with its
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redundancy, stressed and unstressed words, tempo and accent — a speaker’s style
of delivery. All these cannot be found in transcripts. It is crucial that the above-
mentioned features of speech should be taken into account while developing a test
item. The main point is that the procedure of textmapping involves text- mappers
to be listeners themselves, putting off their ideal teachers’ “hats”. While listening
to a sound file a group of text-mappers (at least 3 people) should observe listening
behavior involved, identify the time needed for processing information, etc. But at
first text-mappers should simply “document what they take away from a sound file
while employing the type of listening behaviour they have been asked to use.” [1,
p.59].

In the workshops we tried to use the procedure for textmapping for gist,
specific information and important detail (SI1D), main idea and supporting detail
(MISD).

As a part of the workshop we developed a listening test using textmapping
procedure. In our small group we decided to develop a task with listening for SIID,
CEFR Level B1. In textmapping for SIID a test-developer should employ the
following procedure:

e To identify an appropriate sound file

e To identify three other text-mappers

e To confirm definition of what listening for SIID includes (it includes dates,
names, times, places, prices, percentages, numbers, telephone numbers,
measurements, acronyms, addresses, etc. So the details are usually captured within
a few words).

| have to admit that it was not easy to identify a good sound file, as only two
out of ten turned up to be appropriate for listening for SIID. These are the steps
that we went through while textmapping.

1. At first as text-mappers we had to simply listen and identify the SIID

without writing anything down.
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2. After listening, we individually wrote down as many SIIDs as we had taken
away from the sound file. The importance is that the text-mappers should keep
silent while writing down.

3. Then we looked through our lists and checked that all the details are SIID.

4. The next stage was comparing what each of us had written to see whether
there was a consensus. High consensus is reached when five out of six text-
mappers have written down approximately the same. So we compared our lists and
made a textmap with all the details we could target while developing a task.

5. The next stage is to check timing of appearance of each detail in the sound
file. There should be at least 20 seconds of redundancy between the details. So we
had to cross out some more details, thus eventually we got a list of 5 details we
could target. Having done the textmapping, we only then proceeded to writing
listening items.

Having used textmapping procedure, we came to the conclusion that it is
crucial in developing listening tests as it seems to be the only way to exploit
appropriate sound files in testing. We then investigated a range of issued related
to task development. We found the training really effective, as we have understood
the essence of listening test in general and listening task development in particular.
Secondly, to design items, which check true to life listening behaviour. It was our
first experience in textmapping, but we will definitely use it in our teaching (it is
suggested that textmapping is an excellent class activity for students) and testing
practice.

SECOND LANGUAGE ACQUISITION: LEXICAL APPROACH

A lexical approach to teaching means the main focus is to help students
acquire vocabulary. This movement away from grammar-based tasks began in
1993 after the publication of “The Lexical Approach” by Michael Lewis. To
differentiate approach from a method, we need to understand that in English
language teaching, methods are systems for structuring lessons while approaches
are less concerned with how the lesson is structured, general focus of instruction
IS more important. Some teachers are reluctant to use a more lexical approach
because it may mean changing the way one teaches. By using any methodology
with a lexical approach from grammar translation to task based learning, we alter
just the linguistic focus of the lesson.

This way of teaching does not mean teaching grammar structures towards
teaching individual words, the linguistic focus of the lexical approach is really in
between grammar and vocabulary. It focuses on structures made up of words,
meaning that students do not acquire individual words but clusters of words, or
lexical chunks. This new idea about the structural nature of the language does not
exclude grammatical structures but instead recognizes that the language has far
more structures than are given in the grammar books [1, p. 4].

The Lexical Approach is based on the idea that language is made up of other
structural elements besides what we traditionally think of as grammar. In his book,
Michael Lewis suggested that teachers need to help students become aware of the
lexical structures that are common in the language. The idea is that if students
become aware of some of the many lexical structures, they will have a lot more

information about how to combine individual words to build coherent
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structures like phrases, expressions and whole sentences. Many teachers have
noticed that it is not the use of grammar which separates higher level students from
native speakers — often the student’s grammar will be better than a native speaker’s
— but the way words are combined into lexical chunks.

How can we determine what vocabulary to focus on with students? We look
at what words are most frequently used by native speakers. Now we have access
to data indicating word frequency and lists such as the Academic Word List have
become popular. It is interesting to look at the most frequent words of spoken
English. The top 200 words appear as about 60% of spoken language. The top
2000 words represent about 90% of spoken language. A small number of
individual words are a very large part of the spoken lexicon. Most of the words
which are the top words of spoken English are high in frequency because of how
often they combine with other words, many of them are also very often used [4,
c. 32]. The top 2000 words would produce hundreds of thousands of combinations.

The average educated native speaker knows about 40,000 individual words
and between 250,000 to 300,000 lexical chunks. If you were to teach 10 items a
lesson, five days a week, it would take about 120 years to teach them all. These
numbers are based on the recommended number of new items that should be
introduced in a lesson (10 — 15) and does not even take into account the fact that
studies have shown that a word (lexical item) must be used about seven times
before it is acquired.

It should be obvious is that we cannot teach the bulk of the lexicon. Then how
do language learners go from absolute beginners to native-speaker level in a
relatively short time, often in less than ten years? [3, ¢.34]

The answer is that most of the lexicon is not overtly taught but incidentally
learned. Learners are constantly acquiring new lexical items whenever they come
in contact with the language, either listening to the teacher talk in class, watching

a film or using the internet. Thus, if the majority of lexis is incidentally learned,
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we should be focusing not on the small portion of the lexicon that we can “teach”
in the classroom but on strategies to make the acquisition of lexical items more
effective. How can we help students more easily acquire language?

The most important learning strategy is just to train them to notice lexical
chunks during their exposure to language. First we raise their awareness that
language consists of lexical structures, then we define the main types of lexical
structures (collocations, fixed and semi-fixed expressions) and eventually we
develop some activities that help them notice the lexical chunks in spoken and
written texts [2, c. 23].

Here are some suggestions how to teach lexically:

1. Do not teach vocabulary out of context. Try to avoid teaching isolated
words. Either collocate them (e.g., bank account, savings account, etc.) or use the
word in a realistic structure (I’d like to open an account).

2. With semi-fixed expressions, give other examples of similar words/chunks
that are also used in that structure. Give more 1-5 examples and try to relate the
words in terms of function and/or meaning.

3. Do not spend too much time on fixed expressions, particularly idiomatic
ones, as they are normally not used very frequently.

4. Get some collocation dictionaries and encourage students to use them
when using classroom material. Also, they can use the collocation dictionary to
embellish their writing.

5. Develop or adapt exercises for students to notice collocations and other
lexical chunks in their course material. After doing reading or listening
comprehension have students go over the text/tapescript and pick our certain topic-
related or function-based lexical chunks.

6. Use Teacher Talking Time to give students practice in noticing lexical
items in your speech.

7. Use a task-based approach. Tell students before they read or listen to a text

that they will have to do a task relating to the text and have them listen or
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read for topic or function-related lexical chunks they think they can use for the
task (e.g., “Read this description of a birthday party and look for expressions to
talk about your last birthday party or the last one you’ve been to”).

So, because the lexicon is too large to “teach”, the Lexical Approach
emphasises that students need to notice lexical chunks. This is called “noticing”
or “consciousness raising” and is considered the key for language acquisition. The
teacher’s role is to help the students develop their “noticing” skill, or in other

words, to turn input (language exposure) into intake (language acquisition).

FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING METHODS: READUCING
THE AFFECTIVE FILTER

Most of the Language teaching methods have students speaking the target
language from the first day. Comprehension Approach to foreign language
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instruction is called this because of the importance it gives to listening
comprehension,

In the 1960s, James Asher’s research led the hypothesis that language
learning starts first with understanding and ends with production. After the learner
internalizes an extensive map of how the target language works, speaking will
appear spontaneously. The students’ speech will not be perfect, but gradually it
will become more target-like. This is how an infant acquires its native language.
A baby spends many months listening to the people around it long before it ever
says a word. No one tells the baby that it must speak. The child chooses to speak
when they are ready to do so [1, p.35].

There are several methods being practiced today that have in common an
attempt to apply these observations to language instruction, for example, Krashen
and Terrell’s Natural Approach. Emphasis is placed on students’developing basic
communication skills through receiving meaningful exposure to the target
language (comprehensible input). Meaning is more important than form and thus
vocabulary acquisition is stressed. The teacher helps her students to understand
her by using pictures and occasional words in the students’ native language and
by being as expressive as possible. It is believed that if the teacher uses language
that is just in advance of students’ current level of proficiency (i+1) while making
sure that her input is comprehensible, acquisition will proceed ‘naturally.’
Unconscious acquisition, then, is favored over more conscious learning. Creating
a low affective filter is also a condition for acquisition that is met when the
classroom atmosphere is one in which anxiety is reduced and students’ self-
confidence is boosted. The filter is kept low as well by the fact that students are
not put on the spot to speak; they speak when they are ready to do so [2, ¢.137].

Another method that fits within the Comprehension Approach is Winitz and
Reed’s self-instructional program and Winitz’> The Learnables. In this method,

students listen to tape-recorded words, phrases, and sentences while they look at
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accompanying pictures. The students are asked to respond in some way, such as
pointing to each picture as it is described, to show that they understand the
language to which they are listening; however, they do not speak [2, ¢.138].

A third method that fits here is the Lexical Approach. Its originator is Michael
Lewis. Particularly at lower levels, teachers talk extensively to their students in
the target language, while requiring little or no verbal response from them.

A fourth method is James Asher’s Total Physical Response (TPR). Based on
his research, Asher reasoned that the fastest, least stressful way to achieve
understanding of any target language is to follow directions said by the instructor
(without native language translation). Students do not speak at first. Rather, they
just listen to their teacher and do as he or she does. Teachers give a command to
do something in English, and students do the actions along with them. TPR was
developed in order to reduce the stress people feel when they are studying other
languages and thereby encourage students to persist in their study beyond a
beginning level of proficiency [1, c. 36].

Initially, the teacher is the director of all student behavior. The students are
imitators of her nonverbal model. At some point (usually after 10-20 hours of
instruction), some students will be ‘ready to speak.” At that point, there will be a
role reversal with individual students directing the teacher and the other students.
The first phase of a lesson is one of modeling. The teacher issues
commands to a few students, then performs the actions with them. In the second
phase, these same students demonstrate that they can understand the commands
by performing them alone. The observers also have an opportunity to
demonstrate their understanding [3, c. 46].

The teacher next recombines elements of the commands to have students

develop flexibility in understanding unfamiliar utterances. These commands,

which students perform, are often humorous.
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After learning to respond to some oral commands, the students learn to read
and write them. When students are ready to speak, they become the ones who issue
the commands. After students begin speaking, activities expand to include skits
and games. Also, when students do begin to speak, perfection should not be
expected [3, c. 48].

Teachers try to relieve anxiety by making language learning as enjoyable as
possible, as feelings of success and low anxiety facilitate learning. Formal
evaluations can be conducted simply by commanding individual students to
perform a series of actions. As students become more advanced, their performance
of skits they have created can become the basis for evaluation.

Teachers should be tolerant of errors and only correct major ones. Even these
should be corrected unobtrusively. As students get more advanced, teachers can
‘fine tune’—correct more minor errors [2, c. 145].

So, the major technique of TPR is the use of commands to direct behavior,
among other techniques are role reversal and action sequence. Students listen at
first to their teacher’s command to do something in English, and then do the
actions along with them. Thus, students enjoy their experience of learning to

communicate in another language and the stress is reduced.

1. How we listen

Listening along with reading has had a traditional label of “passive skill."
Nothing could be further from the truth. Anderson and Lynch (1988) reject an idea
of listening as a "passive act,” calling it a "listener-as-tape-recorder” explanation
of listening. They claim that such a perspective on listening is false as it doesn’t
take into consideraion the interpretations listeners make as they "hear" the spoken
text according to their own purposes for listening, their expectations, and their own
store of background knowledge.

One of the obvious implications for instruction is to bring students to an
understanding that listening is not a passive skill, but one that not only is active
but very demanding. This can be done gradually as a part of listening activity work,
especially activities that are in the task- based and communicative outcomes mode,
where the "work" can be rather enjoyable in a problem-solving and discovery-
process format.

Every day we engage in communicative listening in one way or another most
of our waking hours. Probably the first mode that comes to mind is listening in
two-way communication, or 'interactive' listening. Here there are two (or more)
active participants who take turns in speaker-role and listener-role as the face-to-
face (or telephone) interaction moves along.

A second mode is listening in one-way communication. Auditory input often
seems to surround us as we move through the day. The input comes from a variety
of sources: conversations overheard; public address announcements; re- corded
messages ; the media (e.g., radio, television, films); instructional situations of all
kinds; public performances (e.g., lectures, religious services, plays, operas,
musicals, concerts). As we hear speakers but cannot "interact,” we often "talk to
ourselves” in a "reactive™ self-dialog manner, as we consider what we hear. We

may subvocalize or even vocalize responses as we react to what we hear.
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The third communicative mode— self-dialog communication—is one in
which we may not be aware of our internal roles as "'speaker" and "listener/reactor"
in our own thought processes. Sometimes as we think through alternatives, plan
strategies, and make decisions we may simply "talk to our- selves" and "listen to
ourselves".

All of these three communicative modes are highly active participatory
experiences. That’s why foreign language learners need to have instructional
opportunities in both two-way and one-way communicative modes. Self-dialog
communication may be something to discuss with students and to encourage them
to use in the other modes, as well as a mode in its own right.

Language functions and accordingly listening functions are subdivided into
two major divisions: language for interactional purposes and language for
transactional purposes. (Brown and Yule,1983)

Interactional Language Function. Interactional language function is
listener-oriented more than message-oriented, focuses more on person than on
information, and has as an important objective: the establishment and mainte-
nance of cordial social relationships.

Transactional Language Function. Transactional language is message-
oriented, with a focus on content and a concern for "getting things done in the real
world." There is a premium on language clarity and precision. Some features of
transactional language are instructing, giving directions, explaining, describing,
ordering, inquiring, requesting, relating, checking on the correctness of details, and
verifying of understanding.

Teachers need to make students aware of these two language functions and
to provide practice experiences for both. Sometimes transitions between
transactional or "business-type" talk and interactional or "social talk" are clear, but
sometimes they are closely intertwined. That’s why students need guidance and

practice in learning how to recognize and how to respond appropriately.
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In listening as well as in reading “bottom-up” and “top-down” processes
work together, in cooperation. During listening bottom-up comprehension of
speech is worked out proceeding from sounds, into words, into grammatical
relationship and lexical meaning, and so on. The composite meaning of the
"message" is arrived at based on the incoming language data.

Top-down processing include prediction, prior or schemata knowledge,
expectations about language and expectations about the "world." Here the pro-
cessing of language information comes from an internal source. That is, it is
evoked from a bank of prior knowledge and global expectations.

As with language function, students need awareness of these two kinds of
language processing and practice opportunities for both. Taking dual perspectives
into account, Richards (1990) proposes a model of materials design for second
language listening comprehension that combines language functions (interactional
and transaction) and language processes (top-down and bottom- up). He observes
that the extent to which one or the other process (top-down or bottom-up)
dominates is determined by (a) the purpose (transactional or interactional) for
listening, (b) the kind of background knowledge which can be applied to the task,
and (c) the degree of familiarity listeners have with the topic of discourse.

Too often, listening texts require students to adopt a single approach in
listening, one which demands a detailed understanding of the content of a
discourse and the recognition of every word and structure that occurs in a text.
Students should not be required to respond to interactional discourse as if it were
being used for a transactional purpose, nor should they be expected to use a
bottom-up approach to an aural text if a top-down one is more appropriate.

Richards uses the two language functions and the two language processes to
construct the following four-part grid, which allows for a listening activity to be
classified according to the function necessary for listening and the process which

can be expected to be most prominently involved.
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INTERACTIONAL

| I BOTTOM UP

Richards gives an example for each of the four cells as follows. In the
bottom-up mode:

I. Listening closely to a joke (interactive) in order to know "when to laugh."

Il. Listening closely to instructions (transactive) during a first driving
lesson.

In the top-down mode:

I11. Listening casually to cocktail party "talk™" (interactive).

IV. Experienced air traveler listening casually to verbal air safety
instructions (transactive) which have been heard many times before.

Other examples of interactional uses are greetings, small talk, jokes,
compliments, and passing the time of day with friends or with strangers. Other
examples of transactional uses are instructions, descriptions, lectures, news
broadcasts.

In many situations both interactional and transactional purposes are involved.
In particular, it is suggested that effective classroom participation requires both:
interactional to interact with teacher and other students while accomplishing class
tasks, and transactional to assimilate new information, construct new concepts,

and acquire new skills.
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2. Listening Difficulties

Iteraction activity (slide 3):

Here are some comments by learners of English on their experience of
listening in English. In each case, try to think of a way the teacher could help the
situation.

Learner 1 (Margarita): | worry more about listening than reading because
you can’t go back to check.

Learner 2 (Jacques) : English people speak too fast and sometimes the words
sound different to the way | learned them.

Learner 3 (Alejandra): | can understand my teacher but other people with
different accents are really hard for me to understand.

Learner 4 (Anja): | can understand English people when they speak only to
me but I find it hard to join in their conversation.

Learner 5 (Milena): | can listen ok for a short time but then | get tired and

miss things.

Difficulty 1: when listening there is a pressure to respond almost immediately
and having only ‘one go/attempt’ at understanding (unlike reading where you can
back track and read again).

Strategy 1: teach learners ways of asking for repetition and clarification (i.e.
Sorry, could you repeat that, please?/ Could you speak slower, please?) and also
ways of checking that they are following the speaker (So, she forgot to pay for the

dress?)

Difficulty 2: when people connect words together in rapid speech they can
sound a little different.So, there is a need to understand intonation patterns,
features of fast connected speech and to deal with the possible distractions of

background noise.
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Strategy 2: exposure learners to more realistic listening examples that sound

natural, include both dialogs and monologs.

Difficulty 3: difficulties may also be to do with unfamiliar accents.

Strategy 3: provide learners with examples of different speakers so that they
listen to varieties of English other than their teacher. Remember, many people use
English to speak to other non-native speakers and so not all the accents need

necessarily be from the UK or other places that use English as a first language.

Difficulty 4: if listening is very challenging, then it can be difficult to have
the mental resources available to speak in a second language too.

Strategy 4: teach leaners to benefit from practice in how people signal they
are about to finish speaking (such as falling intonation) so that they are better

prepared to take opportunities to speak in conversation.

Difficulty 5: listening can be very tiring and tense.

Strategy 5: break classroom listening into smaller section in the short term,
in the longer term learners may benefit from extensive listening, where they are
not assessed and and are therefore under less pressure.

Difficulty 6: sometimes it’s difficult to identify the number, gender or age of
speakers.

Strategy 5: expose leaners to both dialogs and monologs delivered by
different categories of speakers.

Some more supporting strategies

If a listening activity is particularly difficult:

allow learners to read the tapescript quickly before listening
pre-teach key words

try breaking the text down into shorter sections
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summarise each section before you move on so that learners do not get

‘lost’.

3. Different Listening Subskills

When we listen, we use a variety of strategies to help us pick up the message.
Some of these are connected with understanding the ‘big picture or getting the
general meaning, using various types of previous (schemata) knowledge to help
us make sense of the message, etc. Listening in this way is sometimes termed ‘gist
listening’.

Extensive listening just like reading will usually take place outside the
classroom, in the students’ home, car, or on personal devices as they travel from
one place to another. The motivational power of such an activity increases
dramatically when students make their own choices about what they are going to
listen to.

In order to encourage extensive listening we can have students perform a
number of tasks. They can record their responses to what they have heard in a
personal journal , or fill in report forms which we have prepared asking them to
summarise the contents of the recording.

Other strategies are connected with the small pieces of the text, e.g. correctly
hearing precise sounds, working out exactly what some individual words are,
catching precise details of information, etc. This is often called ‘listening for
detail’ or “intensive listening” that may be of two kinds — “recorded” and
“live”.

The advantages of the “recorded/taped” intensive listening:

¢ taped/online materials are extremely portable and readily available.

e provide a significant source of language input.

The disadvantages of the “recorded/taped” intensive listening:

e everyone has to listen at the same speed, a speed dictated by the tape, not

by the listeners.
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¢ learners cannot interact with the recoreded speakers in any way.

e having a group of people sit around listening to a disk player is not an
entirely natural occupation.

A popular way of ensuring genuine communication is “intensive live
listening™ where the teacher and/or visitors to the class talk to the students. This
has obvious advantages since students can interrupt speakers and ask for
clarification .They can, by their expressions and behavior, indicate if the speaker
IS going too slowly or too fast. Above all they can see who they are listening
to.Live listening can take the following forms: ( reading aloud as done by the
teacher with conviction and style, story-telling when students can be asked to
predict what is coming next, interviews and conversations with teachers and guest
visitors. )

“Jigsaw listening” mode/ technique is a teachers’ favourite! The main reason
is that you can run listening activities that allow learners to work at their own
speed, controlling the CD player or tape-recorder themselves and repeatedly
playing parts of a text until they are really happy with their understanding of it. It
also involves a lot of message-oriented communication and useful group co-
operation. Here’s the basic idea:

e Working in small groups, learners listen to separate small parts of a longer

recording, i.e. each group hears different things. |

e They then meet up, perhaps in pairs, threes or fours, with people from
groups that listened to other parts of the recording.

e They report to each other on what they have heard and compare ideas and

reach a conclusion or consensus or complete some specific task. The task

might be simply to construct a full picture of the recording’s contents.
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4. Potential Listening Lesson Procedure

The likely stages of a listening lesson and the sequence of those stages, will
also be similar to those of a reading lesson. However, we should be aware of
certain differences.

When we listen, we probably adopt a continually varying combination of top-
down and bottom-up strategies, so work on both areas is useful to learners.

Many teachers nowadays believe though that we mainly listen ‘top-down’ in

real life, and so structure lesson sequences starting with top-down work.

Discuss the general topic Learners start to think about the topic,

raising a number of issues that will
discussed later on the recording.
This preparation may help them to hear

these things being discussed later.

Predict the specific content Students hypothesize specific issues that

may be raised.

Predict the structure Students consider/discuss

possible organisational structures of

the recorded text (who speaks? what
kind of questions? typical exchanges?
etc.). This may help learners to recognize

the content more easily.

Gist listening for overview Learners get an overall impression of
the content without worrying about

small items or individual words.

Gist listening for attitudes Learners interpret intonation,
paralinguistic features (sighs, etc.).

More careful listening By catching and interpreting smaller parts
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for complex meanings of the text, learners confirm their

understanding.

Multiple Intelligences

Multiple intelligences? But how many are there? The number seems to go
up and up. Howard Gardner is the man who first identified multiple
intelligences and he has since added to his list.

Everybody has a different approach to learning and the more we understand
about the type of learner we are, the more effective our studying should become.

Howard Gardner first introduced us to the idea of Multiple Intelligences in
1983. He believes that there are several types of intelligences that can’t be
simply defined from one I1Q test. He categorises intelligences under the
following headings;

1. Verbal linguistic — having a good verbal memory, being interested in
words and how language works

2. Analytical / logical — being able to investigate and have a scientific
approach to learning

3. Musical — being sensitive to sounds and rhythms

4. Visual spatial — being imaginative with a good visual memory

5. Kinaesthetic — being receptive to touching objects to enhance your
memory

6. Interpersonal — being good in group work, listening to others

7. Intrapersonal — being aware of your own personal goals and motivations

8. Naturalist — understanding the link between nature and humans

It’s important to understand that these intelligences work together and it
would be unwise to think of ourselves as having only one or the other. Labelling
learners as a particular type of learner could stop them from exploring all of their
intelligences. So instead we should think of ourselves as having dominant

intelligences.
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When you are next in a classroom ask yourself these questions to think

about how you learn:

« When | hear a new word do | need to see it written down to know how

it’s spelt?
« Am | interested in grammar and how English tenses are put together?
« Are my notes kept neatly in a methodical way?
« Do I keep a personal dictionary of newly learnt words?
« Does my personal dictionary help me to remember the words?
« How easy do | find it to hear differences in sounds?

« Does drawing pictures of new words help me to remember them in
English?

Does touching an object help me to remember what it’s called?

Do | enjoy listening to the teacher and taking notes?

Do | prefer working on my own or with other people?

Do | know why I’m learning English?

This list of questions is obviously limited but it’s a good start towards
becoming a more effective learner. The more you are aware about your dominant
intelligences in the learning process the more you can exploit them to make

learning a more enjoyable and rewarding journey.

felt rather free to construct long sentences and then conversations.

Case Study 7

In the first weeks of studying the language | liked to read it out and get the sound,
though I did not understand the words. Even now if | study at home I cannot study
by just reading something silently. | have to pronounce everything. This helps me
to memorise new words and to get the flow of the whole sentence — | understand
the grammatical structure of complicated sentences better if | read them out!
Vocabulary and grammar come to me via words and sentences | am pronouncing.
Memorising things is not my strength. I don't like to learn single elements and
then put them in a structure — | mean starting with words and prefixes and
building them into sentences, words into sentence. I prefer to “manipulate” the
words or sentence structures in a meaningful situation. I work actively to make
up English sentences, based on basic grammar rules and some previous drilling.
Though there is one thing | have noticed in my English learning — at the beginning
of the English course I had a lot of energy to study, but after a certain period my
enthusiasm and level of energy went down. Since then the feeling comes and goes

usually in cycles.
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
