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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE CONTENT LINE "CIVIC LIABILITY"
DURING ENGLISH LANGUGE EXTRACURRICULAR GROUP WORK
ON THE INTERNATIONAL PROJECT "CLIMATE ACTION PROJECT"
IN SENIOR CLASSES

The research is devoted to the currently relevant problem of integrating the content line "Civic Liability" into
English lessons in upper secondary school. The purpose of the research is to study the opportunities and
advantages of implementing the content line "Civic Liability" in the framework of preparing upper secondary

school students for participation in an international educational project and to develop its practical implementation.

The following methods were used for the theoretical processing of the material: critical analysis of psychological
and pedagogical literature and different points of view on the problem under study, scientific observation, study
and generalization of the best practices in the implementation of international educational project activities,
qualitative and quantitative analysis of the content of current English language textbooks for senior classes in

order to find out the degree of reflection in them of the content line "Civic Liability". The scientific novelty of the

work lies in the fact that for the first time the expediency of implementing the integrated content line "Civic
Liability" as part of preparation for participation in an international educational project in senior classes of general
secondary education institutions has been theoretically substantiated, and a project activity plan has been
practically developed. In the course of scientific research, the essence of the content line "Civic Liability" as one
of the components of the current National Curriculum for Foreign Languages was analyzed, the ways of
implementation of the mentioned line in the course of extracurricular activities by means of international project
activities using digital applications and platforms were investigated. The main characteristics of the international
project "Climate Action Project”, its educational opportunities for the formation of foreign language
communicative competence and the development of civic consciousness of upper secondary school students were
considered. A qualitative and quantitative analysis of the content of current English language textbooks was
carried out in order to find out the extent to which they reflect the content line "Civic Liability". The role of digital
applications and platforms Earth project application, E-Portfolio, Word Wall and Instagram in the implementation
of the tasks of the "Climate Action Project" and the development of information and digital competence of upper
secondary school students is revealed. A complex of multifunctional tasks was created and described in detail for
the practical implementation of the content line "Civic Liability" alongside with the preparation of upper
secondary school students for participation in the international project "Climate Action Project". The authors
conclude on the expediency of the participation of upper secondary school students in the international project
"Climate Action Project" with the aim of forming in them foreign language communicative, civic and
informational and digital competences, as well as such essential 21-st century skills as: critical thinking,
teamwork, leadership and social activity.
